ON STREET PARKING

Long-term options

There is an abundance of on-street parking within walking distance of SFZC City Center. It is possible in many of these areas to park for one or more days without having to move the car. The exception, for both those with residential parking permits and those without, is that the car must be moved to allow for street cleaning once per week.

Often there is 2 hour parking on one side of the street and unlimited parking on the other side. The side with unlimited parking will have only one sign which denotes the street cleaning times. The side with 2 hour parking will have two signs, one for street cleaning and one designating the 2 hour zone.

Below is a partial list of the streets close to City Center where unlimited parking is available. See the attached map for more information.

1. Page Street above Webster for about one mile to the west (two blocks to the left as you face the front entrance to City Center)

2. Haight Street between Laguna and Webster streets (Laguna is the street where the zendo door is located, heading uphill to the south, past the hair salon, the next street is Haight)

3. Laguna Street between Haight and Herman streets

4. Buchanan Street between Page and Market to the south (left of Page if you’re headed up from City Center) and Oak and Hayes to the north (right of Page)
5. Herman Street between Laguna and Webster (Herman is two blocks past Haight)
6. Hayes Street between Fillmore and Webster

7. Webster Street between Hayes and Haight

8. Oak Street between Webster and Divisadero

9. Fell Street between Octavia to the east and Steiner to the west

10. Haight Street between Octavia and Gough to the east

11. Hickory Street (a small alley between Oak and Fell) between Webster and Buchanan

The street parking rules often change. Please check the signage on each street before choosing to park there.
